Plan Tools, in association with MDBR
and Russell + Mills Studios, overhauled
and completely updated the City of
Louisville sign regulations. Adopted in
2019, the Louisville Sign Code marks the
tenth sign code updated by a Plan Tools
team since the 2015 Supreme Court
decision regarding content neutrality
(Reed v Town of Gilbert, AZ).
